


"From a small cornfield in Wayne County they're mapping the world," said Boccieri, D-Alliance. "It's pretty
unique the process they have here -- taking images and breaking it down into data, and then taking that data
and allowing for better-detailed maps to be produced. When you're flying a C-130 low level across the country,
you want to know where those power lines are and where those railroad tracks are so you can navigate. These
maps are very important, not only for the military, but also for first responders.”

TechniGraphics recently opened a second facility in Wooster just north of its original headquarters, aided
by state and local tax incentives.

As part of that funding, TGS has already increased its employment base by nearly 100 since April 2008.

Revoldt told Boccieri that the company has already produced several layers of mapping for the government, but
said there is a bridge layer of mapping it would like to obtain.

"If we can complete that bridge layer, we can put 50 people to work in three weeks for an entire year," Revoldt said.
"They get healthcare, tuition reimbursement and they have a job for a year which means they can pay their
student loans."

Vaidya added, "You want to make sure what you're improving with data on it is accurate. This kind of data is
invaluable. For maintenance, you can't do without it."
